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Lions tame Crows

After a week off due to the state game in Western Australia, the SANFL is back for round 7. The round ends 
on Sunday with an intriguing clash between West Adelaide and Port Adelaide, two sides desperate to get their 
seasons rolling. West Adelaide is yet to register a win; however, this game presents as their best opportunity for 
some time, in regard to ladder position anyway. Port Adelaide aren’t doing much better, only recording one win 
so far this season which was against Glenelg in round 5 and are coming off a loss to Woodville-West Torrens. 

West Adelaide are coming off three big losses in a row, with the most recent one coming in the form of a 54 point loss to Adelaide. 
West Adelaide started relatively well, trailing by 2 goals at quarter time. They were blown away in the second term though, with 
Adelaide kicking 8 goals to West Adelaide’s 1 behind. By this point the game was well and truly over and the margin stagnated 
around the 60-point range for the rest of the game. Adelaide was dominant in the ruck, with Kieran Strachan winning a whopping 
56 hit outs, however, this didn’t translate into clearance domination as you might expect. West Adelaide only lost that count by 
4 which in theory should have given them every opportunity to make the game tighter than it was. Adelaide was just far more 
efficient when the ball was inside 50 and managed to score nearly 60% of the time they went forward. Josh Carmichael was 
the best on ground for West Adelaide and arguably best on ground full stop with 34 disposals, 2 goals and 163 ranking points. 
6 other West Adelaide players had over 20 disposals, leading to them actually having more disposals than Adelaide in total. 
Matthew McKenzie and Kobe Ryan also chipped in on the scoreboard with 2 goals each. 

Port Adelaide on-the-other-hand are coming off a 26-point loss to the Eagles. Similarly to West Adelaide, Port started well and 
actually lead at half time before a scoreless 3rd quarter left them on the back foot and Woodville-West Torrens ran over the top 
for an easy win. The Magpies had more clearances but couldn’t translate that into an inside 50s advantage with the Eagles 
winning that stat comfortably, therefore being able to create for chances. Pick number 56 in last year’s AFL Draft, Dante Visentini 
continues his rise from general obscurity with a great day out, recording 25 hit outs and 9 tackles. Ethan Moore led Port’s ball 
winners with 25 disposals, while Lachie Jones wasn’t far behind with 24, earning him an AFL recall.

Dogs in the Doghouse
Norwood will play Central Districts this week at Coopers stadium. One team with one win, while the other with 
a mere two victories, the match is expected to be a mediocre display of skill. Centrals sit 9th on the ladder, 
whereas Norwood are perched at 7th, after they lost their last two matches. The Dogs have begun their season 
in a similar fashion to last year, where they also won only one of their first six clashes. Comparatively, Norwood 
have slipped from finishing third last year. As such, both sides will want to redeem themselves this week. 

Redlegs coach Jade Rawlings would have enjoyed a week off to de-stress and work on technical changes in the break. Rawlings 
has had several coach killer moments this year, as his side continually find themselves in enthralling contests. Norwood’s record 
is currently 2-4. However, their average loss margin is 12.75. Therefore, their win-loss record is not necessarily a reflection of the 
quality of football they are playing. In the Redlegs most recent contest against South Adelaide, they lost by 6-points, after leading 
at half-time. As per usual, Norwood won the key statistics including, disposals, clearances, disposal efficiency, marks, tackles 
and inside 50’s. Yet, they were outscored. They failed to win the crucial moments in the game, which is a staple of quality sides. 
While fans believe Norwood can beat the best sides in the competition, they are currently lacking the composure of a top 5 team. 
Consider Hawthorn in their glory era between 2013-15. Who was a bad ball user in the key moments of a game? Who fumbled 
the ball in front of goal? Who did not seize their opportunity when the team required it off them? No one! Spectators rarely saw 
the stalwarts of that side make a mistake at a pivotal stage, and as such Hawthorn enjoyed the success of three premierships.  
As it stands, this is the barrier between Norwood finishing first, or them being an inconsistent, mediocre team. In their first 6 
rounds the Redlegs have not lost a disposal count. They have also won inside 50’s, clearances, marks, disposal efficiency and 
tackles five of the six weeks. This week provides this side with a mammoth opportunity against the bottom feeding Dogs to prove 
themselves in the competition. 

Conversely, the Dogs have been underwhelming. In their first 6 clashes, the Dogs have scrapped one win, against a formidable 
West Adelaide. Centrals come into the match after a 98-point loss against Sturt. In contrast to Norwood, Centrals average losing 
margin is a 44.2. This lack of game changing players was reflected in the State selection, as Centrals were the only club (excluding 
Port Adelaide and Adelaide) to have no representatives. To generate success this weekend, Centrals will need to increase their 
pressure around the ground. In round 6, Centrals conceded 128 marks. They will need to rectify this, as efficient sides can then 
slice through their defence and mitigate the effectiveness of their zoning and structures. Further, they have conceded the second 
most points in the competition. The average score against Centrals is 98.6. Last season, the average winning score was between 
68 and 73, therefore the Dogs defence need to hold themselves more accountable. However, this proficiency in scoring also 
comes from opposition midfields as centrals have only won the clearances once this season. This is allowing teams to easily 
score against them and limit the opportunities for their forwards. 

As a result, if the Dogs can make such changes to their playing style, they will upset the Redlegs. Unfortunately, the issues at 
Centrals are primarily systematic and not issues easily rectified. Comparatively, if Norwood can win the key moments in the game 
and stay composed, they will find their third win of the season.
