They were 126-point winners in
a game which they entirely domination. The Roosters had only one goal kicked against them. In response they had 11 different
goal kickers. They won disposals, efficiency, contested marks, clearances and scoring accuracy. Similarly, North took 183 marks
and had 73 inside 50’s. This is a rarity in amateur football let alone professional. Four-time-premiership Hawthorn coach Alastair
Clarkson said in his tenure, when sides had 50 or more inside 50’s they are almost guaranteed to win. This has been a staple
of North’s game this season. In the last eight rounds, the Roosters have lost one game. In these games, North Adelaide have
had more inside 50’s than their opposition. North Adelaide have averaged 55 inside 50’s in this time frame. This highlights the
direct correlation between reaching Alastair Clarkson’s magical 50 inside 50’s and getting a win. As a result, Norwood will need
to consider this. Specifically, they will need to limit the influence of Grubb, Wigg and Szekely who all had 7 or more inside 50’s
on the weekend.

Similarly, Norwood come into the game in impressive form. In their weekends clash, the Redlegs defeated reigning premiers
Woodville in a compelling 24-point victory. The clear difference between these two sides was polish. One side a 1964 classic
Rolls Royce, transferring the ball from defence to offense fashionable. If Norwood were a Rolls Royce, the Eagles were a Ford
Laser. A serviceable car, but not effective enough to create scoring opportunities. Ok, that’s enough of my car analogy. Norwood
operated at 77 per cent, while the Eagles went at 70 per cent. Further, Norwood won disposals, marks, contested marks, tackles,
inside 50’s and clearances. In Norwood’s recent winning streak, they have been prolific in their forward 50. They have lived up to
the Redlegs name, as their forwards have been on fire, winning scoring accuracy in all of these weeks. This has complemented
their defence. Norwood and North Adelaide are the two best defence sides in the competition as they have the smallest scores
against them. As such, the winner of this salivating contest will likely be the side who is able to convert when pushing forward.

The last time these sides met North Adelaide proved to be the cleaner side in the crucial moments of the game. North Adelaide
was able to convert in front of goal better than Norwood. However surprisingly, Norwood defeated the Roosters at their strength...
the midfield. They had nine more clearances and dominated in the ruck. If Norwood are to upset the Roosters, they will need
to repeat this, as winning the midfield battle, mitigates North Adelaide’s strongest players such as the Combe brothers, Moore
and Wigg. Conversely, if the Roosters want to secure another victory, they will need to win the crucial moments and possess the
football for large periods of time once again.

Although either team could win this game, North Adelaide have barely put a foot wrong this season. As such, North Adelaide will
win in a close game.

Round 14 of the 2022 SANFL Season concludes with what promises to be a good clash between 2 potential
finalists in Sturt and Adelaide. Both sides come into this game in good form with both winning in round 13.
Sturt currently sit in 5th place, however, will need to win to stay in the top 5 while Adelaide is in second spot, miver';\‘:ya"ak
looking to top the ladder with a win.

Sturt are coming off a 40-point win over West Adelaide at Unley Oval in a game that was never in any doubt of having any other
result.

Also helping Sturt’s case was West Adelaide’s poor kicking
for goal, ending up with 4.11, only 5 scoring shots less than Sturt showing that this could have been a closer game especially if
West Adelaide had started better than they did. Casey Voss was Sturt’s best with 27 disposals and 8 inside 50s. Joel Thiele was
also prominent with 22 disposals and 2 goals to with 8 tackles. Up forward Josh Hone kicked 3 goals and Abe Davis chipped in
with 2 as well.

Adelaide is coming off a similar result, dismantling one of the flag fancies, Glenelg, by 74 points. Adelaide started red hot,
putting up 78 points by half time to lead by 58. Similar to the Sturt game, Glenelg came back in the second half, but Adelaide
continued to kick away ended up with a very nice win. Adelaide was dominant around the stoppages, winning more clearances
and subsequently ending up with over 20 more inside 50s. This ended up being too much pressure for the Glenelg defence and
the flood gates opened quickly. Matt Crouch continues to show that he is far too good for this level of football, racking up 41
disposals, 2 goals and 11 clearances. This is following on from last week when he had 41 touches and a goal. Kieran Strachan
is in a similar boat, recording 41 hit outs, 22 disposals and a goal as he continues to push for regular AFL starts. Ben Davis was
also impressive with 22 disposals and a goal while Brett Turner debuted for Adelaide against his old side and ended with 24
disposals. Inside 50 Lachlan Gollant and Matty Wright both kicked 3 goals from limited opportunity as well.

Over the past few years these two sides have played in some tight encounters with Adelaide holding a 3-2 lead over their past
5 games. Early this year they played at Adelaide Oval with Sturt winning by 21 points. Each quarter was very tight except for the
second where Sturt made their move, kicking 6 goals. They managed to hold a 20-30-point margin for the rest of the game to
win comfortably in the end. Strachan was the best for Adelaide with 48 hit outs and 17 disposals while Abe Davis kicked 6 for
Sturt and will need to be better contained this time around. Although Sturt did win that day, Adelaide have been in ripping form
of late and will be hard to stop again.
