Port Adelaide will miss finals for the first time since 2019 but at least it ended the season with momentum and confidence to 
return, and cash in, in the finals race next season.

Redemption for Redlegs
The time has come. Finals football is upon us. Five deserving sides looking to taste premiership glory. Of these 
five deserving sides, Norwood will play Adelaide in a final that will excite. Adelaide finished second, while 
the Redlegs placed third for the second year in a row. Both sides come into the final in relatively strong form, 
despite being upset in the last round by two bottom sides. Norwood are looking to redeem their efforts last year 
when they went out in straight sets, whereas the Crows have only ever played finals football twice. The winner of this blockbuster 
clash will go on to play North Adelaide next week, while the loser has a redemption match against the winner of fourth and fifth. 
As such, the fanatic nature of finals football is excitable. Any team can win, and any side can disappoint. It is this unpredictability 
which makes SANFL football so loveable.

Until the weekend, Norwood had won eight consecutive matches. This was disrupted on the weekend when they lost by one-
point to bottom of the ladder, West Adelaide. The Redlegs form has been impeccable to this moment. Coach, Jade Rawlings, 
blueprint to success has been his defence. Norwood have the lowest score against in the competition. Through players such as 
Hamilton, Seymour, Donnelly and Heard, Norwood’s defence has been able to effectively transition the ball forward. This effective 
transition is demonstrated by the club’s disposal efficiency. In the past eight weeks, they have had a higher disposal efficiency 
than their opposition seven times. This has allowed their defenders to repel the ball forward. Similarly, in this period Norwood 
have won disposals, tackles, clearances and inside 50’s six of eight weeks. This high level of pressure on the ball carrier, is a 
trait which Norwood have committed to all season. As such, opposition teams have struggled to score against their prominent 
defensive structures. Fortunately for Adelaide fans, the Crows are the best offensive team in the competition. Therefore, the 
outcome of this match is poised to be a mouth-watering contest, fought between two completely different game structures of 
offense and defence. 

Adelaide’s strength this season has been their ability to score and score big. Through Wright, Himmelberg and Gollant, who 
collectively average over five goals a game, Adelaide typically look dangerous when they get inside 50’s. Further, coach, Matthew 
Godden will have a full list of players to choose from this week, as opposed to being bullied around by the unpredictable nature of 
AFL selection. In the past five weeks, the Crows ability to generate scores from turnover has been a staple of their game. In this 
period, Adelaide have lost rebound 50’s once and won contested marks in every one of these games. This highlights the Crows 
willingness to drive the ball deep to contests, as they are confident their players forward of the ball will win. However, Norwood 
can potentially exploit the Crows lack of pressure in their defensive 50, as they have not won a tackle count in the past five weeks 
and have the second highest score against (of clubs playing finals).

The last time these sides met, Norwood were able to mitigate the Crows ability to score and therefore won by 12-points. 
Although Adelaide have been impressive this season and will have a full range of players to choose from, their inability to tackle, 
culminated with their poor pressure, is a major concern in finals football. Similarly, Adelaide’s finals inexperience may become 
a factor, particularly when the Redlegs know how September feels. As a result, I believe Norwood will redeem their efforts from 
last season and win in a close battle.

The 2022 SANFL Finals have arrived! And with it comes a great elimination final matchup between Glenelg and 
Sturt from Adelaide Oval. Glenelg are coming off a thrilling victory over Central District in the final home and 
away game, winning by 2 points. A loss there would have put them below Sturt, switching both sides’ positions 
on the ladder. Sturt recorded a great home win against minor premiers, North Adelaide, showing that they are 
here to do some damage in the finals. 

Glenelg overcame a gallant Central Districts side at home by 2 points in what was a great game throughout. Both sides started 
well, however, the Bulldogs left some goals on the field in the first quarter kicking 2 goals and 6 behinds, keeping the Bays in the 
game early. Centrals eventually got some kind of lead by 3 quarter time, leading by 17 points heading into final term. Glenelg then 
stormed home, kicking 6 of the last 9 goals, including 2 by Lachie Hosie in the final 5 minutes to steal an unlikely victory.

Sturt on-the-other-hand were fantastic in a game that they would have thought they had to win before the game. Due to South 
Adelaide winning it turns out that they did need to win (or lose by a small margin) which is exactly what they did against a very 
good side in North Adelaide. The game see-sawed for the first quarter and a half, however, after that Sturt got the upper hand 
and managed to keep their lead above 2 goals for the rest of the game, answering any goals that North kicked. The game was 
very even around the contest with North narrowly leading clearances while Sturt narrowly lead inside 50s. The main difference 
between the two sides was the ball use. Sturt went at 73% disposal efficiency while North only went at 66%. It may seem like 
a small margin, however, over the course of a game that is quite a large difference and no doubt hindered North to play on their 
terms while also aiding Sturt’s ability to force turnovers and score. Tom Lewis and James Battersby did the heavy lifting in the 
middle as usual with 26 and 25 disposals respectively. Lachlan Burrows kicked 3 goals while Tom Emmett and Josh Hone also 
chipped in with 2 goals each. 

It’s been one way traffic between these two sides recently with Glenelg winning the past 5 encounters. Most recently they 
dominated Sturt at the Bay in round 10 winning by 67 points. On that day Sturt had to wait until the 3rd quarter to register their 
first goal and it didn’t get much better for them after that. Matthew Snook was the best player on the ground with 31 disposals 
and 2 goals while James Battersby had 27 touches for Sturt. Glenelg may go into this one as favourites based on history, 
however, Sturt have been playing some good footy lately, taking care of the top 2 teams in the last month.

It is 2nd versus 3rd in this year’s SANFL Hostplus Finals Series, as Adelaide will host Norwood at the Adelaide 
Oval on Sunday August 28, with the winner earning a week off and a spot in the Preliminary Final against Minor 
Premier, North Adelaide, and the loser plays the winner of the Elimination Final between Glenelg and Sturt, in 
the Semi Final the following week. Norwood tasted defeat for the first time in about two months going down to 
West Adelaide by one point at Richmond Oval at the weekend, losing 7. 14 56 to 8.9 57. The visitors were one man down on the 
interchange bench from about quarter-time, as young gun, Jed Spence got assisted off the ground after suffering a suspected 
knee injury, thus ending his season. The Redlegs, after half-time were only able to manage to kick 2 goals 6, including being held 
goalless in the fourth.
