Morphettville Park 12.12.84 v Broadview 2.8.20
Morphettville proved to be far too strong for Broadview this week, with only inaccurate kicking 
preventing the 64 point margin from being even more punishing. Morphettville had no intentions of going easy on Broadview 
as they started strong by kicking four goals in the first quarter. Broadview were only able to put on one goal of their own 
and found themselves already 17 points down at quarter time. In the second term the Roos stepped it up a notch, as they 
kept Broadview to a mere point for the term. They kicked themselves another four goals, which could have been nine with 
better accuracy, and the margin was already a massive 44 points by the main break.

The Old Ignatians tried their hardest but in the end went down to Happy Valley who have incredibly recorded their 6th win 
in a row by 14 points. A slow start by the Ignatians mean they were playing in a position of catch up all match, a position 
you don’t want to be in against the ladder leaders. They were only able to score one point in the first quarter while the 
Vikings kicked two goals and get an early lead by 12 points.
