Morphettville Park 6.15.51 v Old Ignatians 1.3.9
Morphettville didn’t completely blow the Ignatians away, but it was another convincing win by 
the premiership favourites by 42 points. The game could have been all over by quarter time, but inaccuracy plagued 
Morphettville. They missed all five of their shots, and for all their dominance in keeping the Ignatians scoreless, they were 
only 5 points up at the first break. They found the centre of the goals in the second quarter, and were able to add on three 
major scores. However, they still struggled with accuracy and missed another four shots. The Ignatians could only manage 
one lone point, and at half time the margin had been pushed out to 26 points.

Payneham were able to get crucial big win against Adelaide University by 49 points and they now are in the prime position 
to get one of the last finals spots.
